Please note. This is a sample mark scheme based on the system used at Stretford Grammar. You may need to be adjust it in line with your school’s marking policy

Level 4
· Pupils describe the lives of the people of Thomas Street and those working in the mills. 
· They can identify that people had different experiences but do not explain why.
· They begin to use their knowledge to test their ideas.
